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A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT
relating to the choice of vaccination.

TO BE ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1: Parents and/or Legal Guardians
Parents and/or legal guardians of girls under the age of 18 may choose to accept or decline the vaccine for 
the Human Papilloma Virus that may cause cervical cancer, for their child(ren) and/or ward(s).
Section 2: Health Care Professionals 
Health care Professionals administering such a vaccine must tell the patient, parent, and/or legal guardian 
that they may decline the vaccination if desired. The health care professional must also inform the patient, 
parent, and/or legal guardian of other means of preventing HPV.
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
