Related to amending the Texas Election Code to allow political party convention delegates to elect their candidates of choice, regardless of gender, to state party offices.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:
SECTION 1.  That the second sentence of section 171.002 (a) of the Texas Election Code 
be struck from the Election Code as follows:  Sec. 171.002.  COMMITTEE COMPOSITION.  (a)  The state executive committee consists of two members from each state senatorial district. One of each district’s members must be a man and the other a woman.
SECTION 2.  That the phrase “one of whom must be a man and the other a woman.”  Be 
struck from section 171.002 (b) of the Texas Election Code as follows:  (b)  In addition to the members representing the senatorial districts, the committee has a chair and a vice chair, one of whom must be a man and the other a woman. Except as otherwise provided by party rule, the chair and vice chair are considered members of the committee.
SECTION 3.  These changes take effect January 1, 2011.
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
