A BILL TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT
Relating to lowering the age to obtain a conceal and carry license to 18.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:
An advanced training course shall be established for adults from the age of 18 to 21, making it possible for adults from 18 to 21 to qualify for a Concealed Handgun License and thus lowering the legal age from 21 to 18.  “Advanced training” is defined as training that will require the potential gun carrier to attend a week long conference (as opposed to a one to two day processing)  of courses explaining in detail the safe carrying and use of a weapon and also when it is unsafe to use a weapon. The trainee will also have to pass both a written test on gun safety and use and a shooting test demonstrating knowledge of gun care and safety as well as the ability to consistently hit targets of many sizes and at a variety of ranges in a timed situation 
(as opposed to a very lax time restraint for potential gun carriers over 21).  The person who desires to undergo this training will pay a fee for training and testing session, as is seen fit by the private providers in order to meet the financial needs. In addition, all laws preventing law-abiding adults from the purchase of firearms and ammunition shall be repealed.
