A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT
relating to Texas state sovereignty in relation to No Child Left Behind Act of 2001.
BE IN ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:
that as a sovereign state with the power to set and regulate the education of its children, the No Child Left Behind act be declared null and void within the borders of Texas.
WHEREAS, Article 1 Section 8 of the United States Constitution does not authorize 
Federal involvement in education.

WHEREAS, the Tenth Amendment to the United States Constitution bars the Federal

government from doing anything not specifically mentioned in Article 1 Section 8, and leaves said authority directly to the individual states or to the people.

WHEREAS, the state legislatures have a right and a duty to nullify Federal laws that 
inhibit state sovereignty.

WHEREAS, Texas is a sovereign state.

THEREFORE, The No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 is unconstitutional and should be 
declared null and void in the State of Texas. 
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
