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A JOINT RESOLUTION

AN AMENDMENT TO THE CONSTITUTION OF THE STATE OF TEXAS

related to the right of the proprietor to allow smoking in all workplaces and public places.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:

The Texas Constitution shall be amended as follows:

SECTION 1. DEFINTION. For the purpose of this resolution the following term shall have the following meaning: 

a) “Public places” means any privately owned place which is open to the public

SECTION 2: No laws shall be passed  that prohibits a proprietor or owner of a business from allowing smoking in their establishment.
Any law regarding the elimination of smoking in workplaces and public places which have already been enacted shall be considered repealed with passage of this amendment.
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
