A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT
Relating to requiring an ultrasound before an abortion.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:
SECTION 1:  Prior to every abortion, a doctor must perform an ultrasound and have the patient be able to see the ultrasound screen and listen to the heartbeat. If the patient does not wish to see the screen, she may choose to close her eyes and not look at the screen or she may ask the doctor to turn the screen away from her. If the patient asks this, she must sign a document stating that the Doctor gave her the opportunity to view her ultrasound and she decided against it.  In addition, if the patient wishes not listen to the heartbeat, she must sign a document stating she does not wish to listen to the heartbeat for any additional time after the doctor has listened to the heartbeat to verify viability. 
SECTION 2:  This act takes effect September 1, 2011.
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
