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A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 
AN ACT
Relating to the study of specific information required to be covered in the public school education system.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:
SECTION 1.  In order to ensure all students receive accurate knowledge and understanding on the foundational principles on which America was founded, all U.S. and Texas history and government courses in the state of Texas public school systems must include in their curriculum the basic fundamental documents listed below which form the structure of our nation.  The schools must teach and have copies readily available according to the developmental level of the students involved.  These documents include:
a)  The Declaration of Independence
b)  The Constitution of the United States of America
c)  The Bill of Rights and all remaining amendments
SECTION 2.  This Act takes effect September 1, 2012.
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
