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A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT
Relating to the abolition of all political subdivision ad valorem taxes.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF TEXAS
SECTION 1: This Legislature intends to abolish political subdivision ad valorem taxes and to establish a more equitable way of funding this state’s political subdivisions.
SECTION 2:
(a) Title 1, and Subtitle B, Title 3, Tax Code, are repealed.
(b)The revenue generated by the repealed codes will be replaced by such changes in the sales tax as shall be necessary. Sales of all goods and services are taxable with the exceptions noted in subsection “c” (c.)Sales of medical goods and services, and government purchases, are considered exempt from the sales tax.
SECTION 3: With the exception of Section 2, this act will take effect upon passage. Upon receiving the proper approval Section 2 of this Act takes effect January 1, 2014.
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
